This was set up as a 
scholarship, but funding dwindled, and the department decided to 
continue this as recognition of an outstanding student. 

One undergraduate student is awarded each year and the student 
must:

 1.) Major in one of the majors under the Department of Sociology

 2.) Have a 3.5 gpa or higher

 3.) Preference given to seniors
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
